The Master Student Financial Assistance Agreement (MSFAA) is a lifetime 

student loan agreement for full-time students that only has to be 

completed once during your post-secondary studies.

The processing of your loan documents by the lender’s office can take up to 10 

working days after they have been received. You will need to be prepared to pay 

your own costs e.g. books, living costs, during this processing period.
